PUBLIC CONDEMNATONS OF SUBSTANDARD KENNELS - - 10 REASONS WHY, AND WHY NOW!
1. THEY TELL THE TRUTH:  All responsible breeders abhor those few substandard kennels, that obviously do exist, not only because the HSUS has misused those images to distort and disparage the image of all responsible breeders in the minds of the America Public and Elected Officials, but most important of all, because they truly care about the health and welfare of all dogs, and especially the puppies that bring so much love and joy into the homes of millions of appreciative pet owners.

2. THEY WILL ENHANCE THE CREDIBILITY AND IMAGE OF RESPONSIBLE BREEDERS:  The HSUS has spent over “ONE BILLION DOLLARS” over the last 10 years to “brainwash” and shape a distorted image of all responsible breeders, be they commercial, hobby or fancier, in the minds of the American Public and Elected Officials.  As a result, all responsible breeders are lumped into the “PM” phrase that was coined by the HSUS.  If the American Public and Elected Officials learned that Pet Breeder Organizations from all over the U.S. have publicly condemned substandard kennels, it would enhance the credibility of all breeders and would raise nagging questions in the minds of the American Public and Elected Officials as to why the HSUS has never mentioned breeder condemnations, and whether or not the HSUS has “duped” them!  
3. THEY WILL EXPOSE THE HSUS “COVER-UP” OF BREEDER CONDEMNATIONS:  I have repeatedly asked Mr. Pacelle, in writing, to acknowledge the fact that Pet Breeder Organizations in different states have publicly condemned substandard kennels.  And I have a “Paper Trail” of “smoking gun,” E-Mail and written responses from Mr. Pacelle which conclusively prove that not only will he not acknowledge condemnations by responsible breeders of substandard kennels, but that he dismissively refers to all responsible breeders as “puppy millers,” all family farmers as “factory farmers,” and all responsible hunters as “poachers.”  A growing number of public condemnations will allow me to expose the egregious “cover-up” of the HSUS.  And my court-room experience has taught me how to effectively use an incriminating “Paper Trail!” 
4. THEY WILL BECOME “SHOW-STOPPING,” “MOMENTUM CHANGERS:” Despite wishing it were not true, the HSUS is on a roll at the State Level.  HSUS brags about being responsible for the enactment of over 500 State Statutes and over 25 State Ballot initiatives in the last seven years.  This has allowed the HSUS to be in a position to tell - - AND THEY ARE TELLING - - Federal Legislators that since all of these state statutes have been passed, it is time to amend the Animal Welfare Act (AWA).  To date, nothing has stopped the growing momentum of the Legislative Agenda of the HSUS.  Public condemnations could become an attention-getting, “show-stopper” that would force HSUS to acknowledge and explain why it has not told “The Truth, The Whole Truth” and Nothing But The Truth” with regards to the caring and sensitive actions of the overwhelmingly vast majority of all responsible breeders.
5. THEY MAY CAUSE THE “MEDIA” TO REPORT ON AND EXPOSE WHAT SOME CALL THE ONE BILLION DOLLAR SMEAR CAMPAIGN SCAM OF THE HSUS:  During the last 10 years the HSUS has spent over One Billion Dollars - - most of it on an agenda that distorts and smears the image of responsible breeders - -  in order to perpetuate its own, self-serving agenda.   The “Smear Campaign” has been used to rally support for the passage of the more that 500 State Statutes and more than 25 State Ballot Initiatives.  Since responsible breeders do not collectively have a Billion Dollars to spend on “re-educating” the American Public and Elected Officials, nor 10 years to derail the HSUS Freight Train which is boring down on all breeders, the collective impact of a growing number of public condemnations by Pet Breeder Organizations may serve as the best way to “cut the HSUS off at the pass,” and to energize media attention and coverage of a potential  HSUS scam-scandal without costing the breeders a Billion Dollars that they do not have.   
6. THEY MAY BE USED TO SUPPORT OPPOSITION TO THE PUPS BILL:  The goal of HSUS is first to create a statutory definition of a “High Volume Retail Breeder,” and then to redefine the definition to make it all inclusive.  To anyone who may think that the definition of a “High Volume Retail Breeder,” that is currently in the in the PUPS Bill language, will not affect you, ask yourself why would the current Bill language define a “High Volume Retail Breeder” as anyone who has as few as one  breeding female and sells 50 or more puppies a year?  “Ripley’s Believe It Or Not” has never recorded a breeding female dog that has delivered 50 or more puppies in a single year!   This is the HSUS version of the “Slippery Slope,” ”Texas Two-Step” that would affect all breeders, regardless of how few puppies they may sell each year.  First, create a statutory definition of a “High Volume Retail Breeder,” and then ratchet down the number of puppies sold from 50 to 25 to 10 to possibly as few as 5.  The PUPS Bill is a perfect breeding opportunity for more HSUS “mischief.”    In contrast, a growing number of condemnations will create a diversionary opportunity to assert, with credibility, that there is no need for the Animal Welfare Act (AWA) to be amended.
7. THEY SUPPORT THE CALL FOR STRICTER ENFORCEMENT OF EXISTING STANDARDS RATHER THAN NEW LAWS:  If, by chance, the HSUS were to suggest that the condemnations were a ruse to avoid stricter laws, the simple comeback response is: “All we need is stricter enforcement of existing laws and regulations against substandard kennels, and that is why the condemnations do not oppose strict enforcement against substandard kennels.”   Never lose sight of the fact that the HSUS wants the AWA to be amended, and that should be sufficient warning to all that any amendment to the AWA opens the door for other “mischievous” HSUS language.  This is how Special Interests Groups and Lobbyists routinely “work their magic!”  For example, HSUS is already on record as having previously suggested that it could assist the APHIS inspectors by doing inspections on behalf of the Department of the Agriculture.  How many responsible breeders would welcome an “HSUS Inspector” into their kennel or home who is authorized to issue citations?  Stay tuned for “Coming Attractions” if the momentum of the HSUS Legislative Agenda is not reversed.
8. THEY HAVE NEVER, EVER, EVER BEEN USED AGAINST ANY RESPONSIBLE BREEDER OR BREEDER ORGANIZATION:  The Missouri Pet Breeders Association (MPBA), the largest state pet breeder association in the U.S., publically condemned substandard kennels over four years ago.  HSUS has never cited that public condemnation or used it against any breeder in Missouri, even though the HSUS has already spent in the last year over One Million Dollars in support of a Missouri Ballot Initiative.  They know that if they mention public condemnations by breeder organizations, it will contradict and undermine the malicious propaganda that it spews out to the American Public and Elected Officials.  P.S.  The HSUS also remembers that when Senator Santorum, who was sponsoring the PAWS Bill over four years ago, learned of the Public Condemnation by the MPBA, he never again used the “PM” phrase in public; he issued a Press Release in which he acknowledged that the vast majority of breeders were responsible and caring; he refused to add any new provisions to the PAWS Bill that HSUS urged him to do “behind closed doors;” and he ultimately allowed the PAWS Bill to die, even though he was in a Leadership Position in the Senate.
9. THEY WILL PUT THE HSUS ON THE DEFENSIVE:  Elected Officials and the American Public will begin asking the HSUS:  “Why do we need new laws when responsible breeders from all over the U.S. have condemned substandard kennels?  
10. THEY WILL REDUCE THE AMOUNT OF DONATIONS THAT THE HSUS RECEIVES: When the American Public learns about a growing number of breeder organization condemnations, it will become increasingly more difficult for the HSUS to continue to use its emotionally frenzied propaganda that “PMs” are everywhere.  Consequently, the American Public will be less likely to donate money for a “cause” when they become informed that the HSUS ballyhooed “PMs” have been addressed by responsible breeders throughout the U.S.   Could this be one of the reasons why HSUS refuses to acknowledge public condemnations of substandard kennels by responsible breeders?!? . . . . A passionate “FEAR” that donations to the HSUS would decline!!!!!!!!
Any Breeder Organization may publicly condemn substandard kennels with a simple, one sentence policy statement that would read as follows: “(Name of Group) condemns all substandard kennels which reflect poorly on the vast majority of responsible breeders who have demonstrated by their actions that truly care about the health and welfare of their animals.”

To date, a total of 12 State Breeder Organizations in 10 different states, the Hunte Corporation, which is the largest distributor of puppies in the U.S., and the American Pet Registry have publicly condemned substandard kennels.  Let me know when I may add your organization to the “List.”
